1
1 I wrotewrote the first narrativenarrative,

TheophilusTheophilus, about all that Jesus began

to do and teach 2 until the day he was

taken up, after he had given instructionsinstructions

through the Holy Spirit to the apostles he

had chosen. 3 After he had sufferedsuffered, he

also presented himself alivealive to them by

many convincingconvincing proofsproofs, appearingappearing to them

over a periodperiod of forty days and speaking

about the kingdom of God.

4 While he was with them, he

commanded them not to leave Jerusalem,

but to waitwait for the Father'sFather's promise.

“Which,” he said, “you have heard me

speak about; 5 for John baptized with

water, but you will be baptized with the

Holy Spirit in a fewfew days.”

6 So when they had come together,

they asked him, “Lord, are you restoringrestoring the

kingdom to Israel at this time?”

7 He said to them, “It is not for you

to know times or periodsperiods that the Father

has set by his own authorityauthority. 8 But you

will receive power when the Holy Spirit has

come on you, and you will be my witnesses

in Jerusalem, in all Judea and Samaria, and

to the endsends of the earth.”

9 After he had said this, he was taken

up as they were watchingwatching, and a cloudcloud

took him out of their sight. 10 While he

was going, they were gazinggazing into heaven,
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and suddenly two men in whitewhite clothesclothes

stood by them. 11 They said, “Men of

Galilee, why do you stand looking up into

heaven? This same Jesus, who has been

taken from you into heaven, will come in

the same way that you have seen him

going into heaven.”

12 Then they returned to Jerusalem from

the Mount of OlivesOlives, which is near

Jerusalem— a SabbathSabbath day'sday's journeyjourney away.

13 When they arrived, they went to the

room upstairs where they were staying:

Peter, John, James, AndrewAndrew, Philip, ThomasThomas,

BartholomewBartholomew, MatthewMatthew, James the son of

AlphaeusAlphaeus, Simon the ZealotZealot, and Judas the

son of James. 14 They all were continuallycontinually

unitedunited in prayer, along with the women,

includingincluding MaryMary the mothermother of Jesus, and his

brothers.

15 In those days Peter stood up among

the brothers and sisters— the number of

people who were together was about a

hundred twentytwenty— and said, 16 “Brothers and

sisters, it was necessarynecessary that the Scripture

be fulfilledfulfilled that the Holy Spirit through the

mouth of David foretold about Judas, who

became a guideguide to those who arrestedarrested

Jesus. 17 For he was one of our number

and sharedshared in this ministry.” 18 Now this

man acquiredacquired a field with his unrighteousunrighteous

wageswages. He fell headfirstheadfirst, his body burstburst

open and his intestinesintestines spilledspilled out. 19 This

became known to all the residentsresidents of

Jerusalem, so that in their own language

that field is called (that is, “Field

of Blood”). 20 “For it is writtenwritten in the BookBook
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of PsalmsPsalms:

Let his dwellingdwelling become

desolatedesolate;

let no one livelive in it; and

Let someone else take his

positionposition.

21 “Therefore, from among the men who

have accompaniedaccompanied us during the whole time

the Lord Jesus went in and out among us—

22 beginning from the baptismbaptism of John until

the day he was taken up from us— from

among these, it is necessarynecessary that one

become a witnesswitness with us of his

resurrection.”

23 So they proposedproposed two: Joseph, called

BarsabbasBarsabbas, who was also known as JustusJustus,

and MatthiasMatthias. 24 Then they prayed, “You,

Lord, know everyone'severyone's hearts; show which

of these two you have chosen 25 to take

the place in this apostolicapostolic ministry that

Judas left to go where he belongsbelongs.” 26 Then

they castcast lotslots for them, and the lotlot fell to

MatthiasMatthias and he was added to the eleveneleven

apostles.

1 When the day of PentecostPentecost had

arrived, they were all together in one

place. 2 Suddenly a sound like that of a

violentviolent rushingrushing windwind came from heaven, and

it filled the whole house where they were

staying. 3 They saw tongues like flamesflames of

firefire that separatedseparated and restedrested on each one

of them. 4 Then they were all filled with

the Holy Spirit and began to speak in

differentdifferent tongues, as the Spirit enabledenabled

them.
